Question: If the new Master Plan CIP list changes from the Financial Plan CIP List (shown above) will the
recently approved rate increases for the next five years be sufficient to cover the projects or will the sewer
rates need to be increased?

The Financial Plan is updated every year with a 5 year planning horizon. This update allows for the most
current financial information to be reviewed and the corresponding recommendation be made to the
governing body.

The Financial Plan (2014) showed the need for the multiple year rate increases to ensure that the Debt Service
Coverage (DSC) remained at the target range of 1.5. Debt Service Coverage is the ratio of Net Operating
income divided by the Total Debt Service Costs. Net operating income is the revenue received minus the
operating costs. So, the DSC ratio is dependent only on operating costs, revenues and debt service. [f aloan

or bond is required to build a project then debt service increases and the rates will increase accordingly to
obtain enough revenue to keep the DCS ratio at 1.5.

The Financial Plan incorporated the annual expenditures for the project costs and schedule shown in Table 13
above. The CIP List developed through the Master Plan will be scheduled in similar manner so expenditures
will be comparable to the annual expenditures shown in the above CIP List to not adversely affect rates. There
is flexibility in scheduling projects so a project can be re-prioritized and redistributed accordingly to not
increase annual costs higher than the amounts shown in Table 13.

As indicated when the rate increase were approved, the big unknown will always be permit requirements
related to discharge limits. If lower limits are imposed or new poliutants included in the permits then this will
have an effect on treatment processes needed to clean the water to the new levels. Currently, the treatment
plant has five permits of which two are being reviewed for reissuance. The permits being reviewed for
reissuance are the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit which allows the City to
discharge water into the Santa Fe River and the Groundwater Discharge Permit which allows the City to utilize
effluent water. Water Quality Standards are what dictate perrhit limits. The City has been working through
the New Mexico Municipal League in being proactive with New Mexico Environment Department in their .
current charge in modifying the Water Quality Standards and the implementation of these Standards.

The Master Plan has a 25 year horizon; however ninety-five percent of the effort will be targeted on the 1 to
10 year horizon. The reason for placing a smaller effort at the 10 to 25 years is the volatility of environmental
standards and technological advancements, which make it difficult to plan with any type of certainty too far in
the future. However, it is important to look at the 25 year horizon to assess population growth and possibly
forecasting the need for another facility. The Master Plan is intended to be a dynamic document that should
be updated every five years. '

Requested by Councilor lves

Question: Has ITT reviewed or made a recommendation on the approach of developing a custom data base
and web application, Subtask 2.3 Asset Management Database Development, in lieu of purchasing an off the
shelf program?

ITT’s involvement to this point has been the evaluation and recommendation of infrastructure and networking
upgrades and modifications. The WWMD has contacted the ITT Department after the April 1st PUC meeting to
obtain a recommendation related to software for the Asset Management Database component. Renee
Martinez, ITT Department Director, indicated that the WWMD needs to prepare a Project Business Case so the
ITT Department can begin their evaluation. The WWMD will work with the [TT Department on this software
assessment. Once the ITT Department makes a recommendation, the WWMD can compare and then proceed
or modify Subtask 2.3 Asset Management Database Development accordingly. Subtask 2.3 currently totals
$23,242 which is 30 % of the total work under Task 2. The remaining Subtasks under Task 2 can move forward
independent of Subtask 2.3.

BACKGROUND & SUMMARY

The WWM Division is recommending approval to contract with HDR to provide Engineering
Services for the preparation of a V' “ewater Treatment Plant Master Plan. The overall purpose is to
develop a Master Plan that will provide a plan for the Paseo Real Wastewater Treatment Plant for
future improvements to ensure current and future water quality standards are met, and that the
treatment capacity is developed in conjunction with future population growth. It will provide the
basis for near-term and long-term improvements needed for the 10 and 25 year planning horizon.
The tasks to be performed include 1) Project Management Work Plan, Meetings, Coordination,
QA/QC, and Project Management 2) Information Gathering and Database Development 3)
Population and Flow Projections 4) Process Analysis and Assessment and 5) Master Plan Report
and Capital Improvement Plan. The Master Plan Report will be a stand-alone document that
summarizes and presents all pertinent information from the various tasks.

A request for proposals was prepared and public solicitation was made. The City received four
qualified proposals from the following engineering firms:

- PROFESSIONAL: SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between the City of Santa
Fe (the "City") and HDR Engineering, Inc. (the "Contractor”). The date of this Agreement
shall be the date when it is executed by the City and the Contractor, whichever occurs

last.

1.  SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Contractor shall provide the following services for the City:

A. As specified and in accordance with Exhibit “A” Further Description

of Basic Services attached hereto and incorporated herein . Develop a Master Plan that

will provide a plan for the Paseo Real Wastewater Treatment Plant for future
improvements to ensure current and future water quality standards are met, and that the
treatment capacity is developed In conjunction with future population growth. This Master
Plan must be developed in a manner for it't_o be reliable, flexible, and adaptable to meet
expected as well as new challenges

2. STANDARD OF PERFORMANCE: LICENSES

A, The Contractor represents that it possesses the personnel with the

experiencé and knowledge necessary to perform the services described under this

Agreement.
B. The Contractor agrees to obtain and maintain throughout the term
of this Agreement, all applicable professional and business licenses required by law, for

itself, its employees, agents,‘ representatives and subcontractors.

3. COMPE(NSATION

A. . .TheCity shall pay to the Contractor in full payment for services
rendered, a sum not to exceed three hundred and nineteen thousand four hundred and
eighty three dollars and thirty five cents ($319,483.35) plus applicable gross receipts
taxes. Payments shall be made in accordance with Exhibit “C". Eee Schedule.

B. The Contractor shall be responsible for payment of gross receipts
taxes levied by the State of New Mexico on the sums paid under this Agreement,

C. F"ayment shall be made upon receipt, approval and acceptancé by
the City of detailed statements containing a report of services completed. Compensation

shall be paid only for services actually performed and accepted by the City.

4. APPROPRIATIONS
The terms of this Agreement are contingent upon sufficient appropriations
and authorization being made by the City for the performance of this Agreement. If
sufficient appropriations and authorization are not made by the City, this Agreément shall
terminate upon written notice being given by the City to the Contractor. The City's
decision as to whether sufficient appropriations are available shall be accepted by the
Contractor and shall be final.

5. TERM AND EFFECTIVE DATE

This Agreement shall be effective when signed by the City and the
Contractor, whichever occurs last, and shall terminate on April 30, 2016 unless sooner

pursuant to Article 6 below.

8. TERMINATION

A. This Agreement may be terminated by the City upon 30 days

written notice to the Contractor.

(1) The Contractor shall render a final report of the services
performed up to the date of termination and shall turn over to the Clty original coples of
all work product, research or papers prepared under this Agreement.

(2)  If compensation is not based upon hourly rates for services
rendered, therefore the City shall pay the Contractor for the reasonable value of
services satisfactorily performed through the date Contractor receives notice of such
termination, and for which compensation has not already been pald. .

(3)  If compensation is based upon hourly rates and expénses,
Contractor shall be paid for services rendered and expenses incurred through the date

Contractor receives notice of such termination.

7. STATUS OF CONTRACTOR; RESPONSIBILITY FOR PAYMENT OF

EMPLOYEES AND SUBCONTRACTORS

A. The Contractor and its agents and employees are independent
contractors performing professional services for the City and are not employees of the
City. The Contractor, and its agents and employees, shall not accrue leave, retirement,
insurance, bonding, use of City vehicles, or any other benefits afforded to employees of
the City as a result of this Agreement.

B. Contractor shall be solely responsible for payment of wages,
salaries and benefits to any and all employees or subcontractors retained by Contractor
in the performance of the‘services under this Agreement.

C. The Contractor shall comply with City of Santa Fe Minimum Wage,

Article 28-1-SFCC 1987, as well as any subsequent changes to such article throughoUt

the term of this Agreement.

8. CONFIDENTIALITY

Any confidential information provided to or developed by the Contractor in
the performance of this Agreement shall be kept confidential and shall not be made
available to any individual or organization by the Contractor without the prior written

approval of the City,
9. CONFLICT OF INTEREST

The Qontractor warrants that it‘presen.tly has no interest and shall not
acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in ény manner or degree with
the performance of services required under this Agreement. Contractor further agrees
that in the performance of this Agreement no persons having any such interests shall be

employed.

10. ASSIGNMENT; SUBCONTRACTING

The Contractor shall not assign or transfer any rights, privileges, obligations
or other interest under this Agreement, inéluding any claims for money due, without the
prior written consent of the City. The Contractor shall not subcontract any portion of the
services to be performed under this Agreement without the prior writteh approVal of the
City.

1 1v. RELEASE

The Contractor, upon acceptance of final payment of the amount due under
this Agreement, releases the City, its officers and:employees, from all ‘Iiabilities,-c!aims
and obligations whatsoever arising from or under this Agreement. The Contractor agrees

not to purport to bind the City to any obligation not assumed herein by the City unless the

Contractor has express written authority to do so, and then only within the strict limits of
that authorit_y.
12, INSURANCE

A, The Contractor, at its own cost and expense, shall carry and
maintain {n full force and effect during the term of this Agreement, comprehensive
general liability insurance covering bodily injury and property damage liability, in a form
and with an insurance company acceptable to the City, with limlts of coverage in the
maximum amount which the City could be held liable under the New Mexico Tort
Qlaims Act for each person injured and for each acéident resulting in damage 1o
property. Such insurance shall provide that the City is named as an additional insured
and that the Cify is notifled no less than 30 days in advance of cancellation for any
reason. The Contractor shall furnish the City with a copy of a Certificate of Insurance as
a vcondition prior to performing services under this Agreement. |
