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Agreed Upon Proceedings Report Findings related to Trails
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Trails monies were syphoned off for parks projects and salaries:  At least 1.8 million dollars of trails monies was siphoned off to “parks projects” during the 2011 Reallocation process.  However, public records show that trails monies were used on parks projects before that reallocation.  At the September 21, 2010 POSAC Field Trip, Parks Bond Supervisor, Ben Gurule, reported that improvements for a parking lot at Pueblos del Sol came out of funding for Trails.  At the September 20, 2011 POSAC meeting, Parks Director, Fabian Chavez, reported that “a lot of trails money was being freed up and coming back to the parks and or trails portions of salaries”.
